I. Call to order-TVA President
· The meeting was called to order at 1:08 pm by President Clay Baulch

II. Determination of quorum Present-Secretary Suzanne Markgraf
· Minutes of February 2011 Board Meeting-Secretary Suzanne Markgraf
· Minutes of February 2011 General Membership Meeting-Secretary Suzanne Markgraf
· 20 clubs out of 35 clubs were represented.  A quorum was met.
· Charles Wortz moved to accept the minutes. Gerald Kamicka seconded. Minutes accepted as written.
